	Introduction:  Teacher will tell students they are auditioning for a radio show.  Teacher will emphasise that radio persona do not use their faces, just their voices to act.  Teacher will say that students must use their voices clearly and interestingly.  Teacher can demonstrate good use and bad use of voice.  Students will be on the mat.
Procedural steps:  In groups of four, students will get their “audition” scenes.  Groups will practise using their voices, in their part of the room.
Students will come together on the mat.  Each group will take their turn performing once.  After they finish going through their scene once, the teacher will make suggestions on improving their voice or their scene, and the group will preform again.  Each group will do their scene twice.  Emphasise that the rest of the class are the casting directors, and they have to pay attention to their auditioners.

Conclusion:  Teacher will go over again good use of voice, and point out students who used their voice really well.  Clean up.
