C P MADDERN TROPHY

It was during the period of administration when Bert Tonkin was President and Roy Ward was Secretary of Victoria that discussions tool place between Tasmania and Victoria to establish a teams competition for Under 17 years players. This was a plan to attract people of Under 17 years to badminton and enhance the growth among younger people.

Cliff Mitchell helped nurture the concept between Tasmania and Victoria and by 1966, a national competition for teams and individual events began with South Australia joining. At that time, Cecil P. Maddern had become secretary of the South Australian Badminton Association and he donated the perpetual trophy for the national teams' competition with the fervent wish that the competition would grow. Eventually all states joined the competition. 

This competition brought to light several many Australian Commonwealth Games and Olympic Games representatives. Lisa Campbell, Rhonda Cator, Audrey Tuckey, Peter Blackburn, Michael Scandolera, Paul Stevenson and Paul Staight were part of the growth of this event.

With the change in age constraints the competition became the Australian Under 18 years (later Under 19 years) Championship, but the purpose has remained - that young people should be encouraged.

Tasmania won the first official competition in 1966 and Western Australia won for the first time in 1975. NSW experienced their most successful campaign in 2000, winning the C P Maddern trophy convincingly as well as sweeping all 5 major titles in the individual events. Stuart Gomez and Susan Wang were the notable and dominant winners during that Championship. However, in the 36 years of the trophy, Victoria has dominated the event - although all states and territories have been the beneficiaries.
